Thailand’s attractions or unique cultural aspects are completely boundless and often add great value and excitement for your delegates. Something such as the mode of transport for example, when travelling around badkok or from Chatuchak to Lardyao, a convoy of tuk tuks could be used, or hire an entire carriage on one of Thailand’s trains which meander through the country-side. Thailand’s much revered elephant population can also be put to great use to transfer delegates to a gala dinner or team building session. Thailand’s vast network of waterways also allows for dinner, overnight cruises or as has been done before, incentive and meeting cruises that have meandered along the Mekong or Chao Phraya rivers.   
The floating markets on some of these waterways once again offer a fascinating insight into the culture and way of life of the Thai people. The boats making up the floating markets can also be used as a truly wonderful way for a group to make their way down a river to an event, or simply to just sit and watch the market go about its business as a day trip.The islands that dot Thailand’s ocean areas and throughout the Gulf of Siam are home to all sorts of watersports and fun in the sun. Fishing and diving are two popular pastimes here but there is also the excitement of para-sailing, wind-surfing or hiring a jet ski and going off on your own personal “discovery” mission. The diversity of activities on Thailand’s waterways and at sea are boundless and these can be seamlessly incorporated in to any corporate event for team building, as a venue for a meetings, incentives or, of course, for a gala dinner.
You could take over a whole street of stalls for a dinner one night, and “own” the street. It can be done and sitting on a street “local style” provides for a great experience for your delegates. The same range of choice can be had with one of the Kingdom’s favourite pastimes - for visitors and locals alike - shopping. The amount of different products in the myriad of shopping venues in Thailand is amazing. Golf and the experience it offers has developed into one of Thailand’s most sellable attractions. The game is made all the more enjoyable by constantly-smiling caddies and golf courses maintained in superb condition all year round. In fact the only time you can’t play golf is during a wet-season downpour, but most courses are designed so well that you can be back out there hitting 30 minutes after the rain has stopped. Thailand’s golf courses are also very experienced in managing corporate golf tournaments as well, if your organization so desires. 





Another outdoor activity to consider and one of Thailand’s most beautiful attractions are its national parks and wild life sanctuaries that dot the landscape.
